THE EDITORIAL

The twelfth year of publication of the magazine «Lifelong Learning Education:
XXI Century» is coming to an end. The journal is included in the first category of
peer-reviewed scientific publications of the Higher Attestation Commission, in which
the main results of dissertation research for the Candidate of Sciences and Doctor of
Sciences academic degrees should be published, corresponds to the group of scien-
tific specialties 5.8. Pedagogy.

In the December issue of the journal, readers will find articles on a variety of
topics. The authors address relevant pedagogical issues at different levels — from the-
oretical-methodological to specific methodological, and some articles are of a discus-
sion nature.

Changes in the political and socio-cultural situation in the world lead to a trans-
formation of scientific concepts of the educational development trends. How has the
understanding of global competence, globalization of education, and global education
changed? What constitutes national identity, and how can it be measured? Why is it
advisable to use qualitative analysis of research results to assess the modern youth na-
tional identity? The authors of the theoretical-methodological section of the articles
attempt to contribute to contribute to the solution of these issues.

A significant portion of this issue is devoted to articles related to innovative ap-
proaches to organizing continuous education. One of the articles addresses the prob-
lem of teaching students to read literary texts. It seems that the modern accessibility
of information makes the issue of teaching students and learners to read and process
various texts, including educational and scientific ones, particularly relevant. Other
articles explore ideas for implementing an individualized form of teaching the Rus-
sian language as a foreign language in a digital environment, applying a project-based
approach in preparing future specialists in the field of tourism, and organizing intern-
ship platforms for the training and professional development of educators in addition-
al education.

The reflective component is an important part of teachers' professional compe-
tence. However, as experience shows, teachers often face difficulties in evaluating
their own activities and their outcomes. The authors of the article dedicated to this is-
sue discuss the results of a comparative analysis of the assessment and self-
assessment of the professional competence of elementary school teachers. In another
article related to the professional competence of educators, data on the thesaurus of
teachers in the area of social education is presented, reflecting teachers' understand-
ing of the essence of social education. It is worth noting that social education in-
volves the upbringing of an individual within a society, social environment, and
community through their interactions with these entities.

In concluding the overview of this issue, we would like to highlight two more
discussion articles. One is dedicated to the problem of teaching chess, and the other
to the education of sobriety. The articles propose to include relevant subjects in
school educational programs. Recognizing the developmental opportunities of chess
and the importance of fostering a negative attitude toward any forms of poisoning
one's own body, we pose the questions of what time resources are expected to be used
to add new subjects and how to avoid further increasing the academic load on school-
children.
